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Who We Are

Population Overview

In 2018 there were an estimated 10,934 people living in the ward.
Since 2011 Census, there has been a decrease in the population by
2.4% (-267 people); this is the fourth highest decrease among H&F
wards (Borough average +0.9%).

From the age / gender pyramid, it is clear that the population in
the ward is relatively young for both genders with a large
proportion in the age range 25-44. Since the 2011 Census, there
has been slight change in the structure of the population within
the ward which indicates that the population was not as transient
as 7 years ago with fewer working age people moving into the

In terms of childhood obesity at reception age, 12.8% of children are estimated to be obese which is the second highest level in the
borough (H&F 9.7% and London 10.2%).

The index of multiple deprivation is a relative measure of deprivation which ‘
ranks small areas nationally by different deprivation dimensions. The ward is \
made up of 7 Lower Super Output Areas (LSOAs) and it has been measured

as less deprived than in 2010 and 2007.

The most deprived area (E01001947) is among the 20% most deprived
nationally. One area (E01001953) is in the 30 to 40% most deprived
nationally and three areas are in the 50 to 60% most deprived.
